3.PLANNING APPLICATIONS:

Corners, The Street, Ightham — demolition of existing rear extensions and construction of new single
storey rear extension. New front door in place of existing metal gate and internal alterations including
new bathroom and refurbishment works — no objection

Corners, The Street, Ightham — demolition of existing rear extensions and construction of new single
storey rear extension.

Cob Tree Lodge, Cobs Close, Ightham — new detached domestic garage — no objection

Copthall Cottage, Ismays Road, Ightham — new residential access to a classified road — no objection —
safety will be improved by taking a parked car off the road near a junction

Five Acres, Sandy Lane, Ivy Hatch — retrospective application: swimming pool plant room — no
objection

The Chequers Inn, The Street, Ightham — proposed conversion and alteration of existing garage
building to single dwelling — we support these applications.

The Chequers Inn, The Street, Ightham — conversion of public house to two dwellings.

We support this application. However, the strongest representations should continue to try and
persuade the new owners to grant a permissive pedestrian access from the Village Hall lower car park
to The Street (Section 6 applies) — we support these applications.

Glebe Cottage, Oldbury Lane, Ightham — Silver Birch overhanging drive — canopy reduction. Three
Oaks — canopy reduction by no more than 15%. No objection as long as Liz Guthrie content.

Coquetdale, Oldbury Lane, Ightham — detailed reserved pursuant to condition 3 and 3 of planning
permission TM/10/02174/FL — 2 storey extension to side and part two storey rear extensions, rear
balcony, carport and alterations to front fenestration . We have checked TM/10/02174/FL and from the
current state of the building it would appear that there is only the facade and one of the flank walls
remaining. How can this be in compliance with the original application? Are we to assume that the
current application TM/11/00760/RD is no longer relevant?
